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CLEANING

e Disconnect the mains plug of the Hot Plate from the mains supply when not in
use.

e Do not immerse the Hot Plate in any liquid.
e Clean the dirty surface with a soft, damp cloth and mild detergent.
e Cooking spills on the Hot Plate can be removed with a household cleaner.

STORAGE

e Store the Hot Plate after it has cooled down.

e When not in use, store the Solid Double Hot Plate in a safe, dry place, out of
reach of children.

WARNING

e The temperature of accessible surfaces may be hot when the appliance is
operating.

e Do not use this appliance with an external timer or separate remote control
system.

e Position the appliance at a minimum distance of 20cm away from walls, curtains
and other heat or steam sensitive materials and provide adequate space above
and on all sides for air circulation.

e Hotplates after being switched off continue to radiate residual heat for a period
of time.

e No more than 5 litres of water can be boiled at any time — It is recommended to
use a lid whilst boiling water.

IMPORTANT: When using your Hot Plate for the first time:
o REMOVE THE WARNING LABEL.
e Turn the temperature control to the highest setting for 3 to 5 minutes
to condition the protective coating.
***The hotplate may give of vapors for up to 15 minutes. This is due to the
protective coating on the heating elements. There is no need for concern and the
vapors will dissipate with use.***

This should be the only time the Hot Plate is turned on without any cookware and
should be carried out in a well ventilated, controlled environment.

1. Place the appliance on a flat, dry heat resistant surface.

2. Switch “ON” the Hot Plate by turning the temperature control to the required
temperature. When the indicator light illuminates, the Hot Plate is in use.

3. Turn the temperature control to achieve the desired temperature of any of the
mentioned settings.
L(Low): For simmering delicate foods, thickening sauces and
slow cooking
M ( Medium ) : For simmering large quantities and shallow frying
H ( High) : Rapid heating and boiling
3.  When not in use, make sure the temperature control is in the lowest setting
position and mains plug is removed from the mains supply.

Note: the lowest setting is not OFF. Please remove the power cord for complete
mains disconnection.

4. The indicator light will switch off when the Hot Plate reaches the selected
temperature.
Note: Some requirements for the cookware when using the Hot Plate.

a) Forthe most efficient use of the Hot Plate the cookware used should have
a solid base with a diameter no larger than the hotplates

b) Cookware with a base diameter smaller than the diameter of the Hot Plate
should not be used.

c¢) Cookware with convex, concave or uneven bottoms should not be used.
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
