Tips Before You Start

We recommend that, where possible, all items are assembled near to the
area in which they will be placed in use, to avoid moving the product
unnecessarily.

6. During assembly please take care not to over-tighten hardware, as this
may damage the product. Do not use power tools.

7. Always place the product on a flat, steady and stable surface.
8. Do not stand on the product. Do not use the product as a stepladder.
9. This product is intended for indoor, household use only as it is a non-        

industrial.
10.Please use caution and care when lifting the product to avoid personal

injury and/or product damage.
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1. Ensure the unit is unplugged from the power source and allow the unit 
to cool down before cleaning. 
2. Regular maintenance of your fabric chair includes vacuuming and using
 a soft brush to gently whisk dirt away. Always make sure your brush is 
soft to avoid snagging and pulling on the fabric.
3. For stubborn stains use a water-based upholstery cleaner or dampen 
the stain with warm water and rub gently with a light mild detergent. Once 
the area is completely dry, brush the fabric with a soft-bristled brush.
4. Do not use any abrasive cleaners.
5. Please periodically check all parts and re-tighten them as necessary. 
6. Never allow any kind of liquid to remain on your furniture. Absorption 
can cause wood to warp or defects to finishes.
7. Please do not place hot items (e.g. hot drinks) directly onto the surface.
8. Please do not drag and pull your furniture.

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Opreation Instructions
• Plug Part C the control unit into Part E the AC Adapter control outlet cord

and lock in place, then insert the mains cord assembly Part D into the
inlet of the AC Adapter and connect to a wall outlet for power. Please
refer to step 2 for further detail. This item must be fully assembled prior to
use.

• Press and hold the DOWN button to recline the chair back and foot-rest.
• Press and hold the UP button to return the chair back and foot-rest to
